(individual) donors in the funding blend of non-profit or-
ganizations. Here is a short excerpt from the article. ""We
are deluded by the attention paid to the large contribu-
tors in our country,' said Wendy Smith, author of Give
A Little: How Your Small Donations Can Transform the
World. "Small checks coming through the mail are the
bread and butter for most organizations." Can you use
the tiny-k DVD, the tiny-k.org website, and your local pub-
lic awareness tools to reach out to individual donors for
small gifts under $100?

members was the recognition that
Monday was a significant day for anyone who follows the
State legislative action in Topeka. The House and Senate
officially opened their 2010 legislative session. Members
were anticipating the Governor's address during which he
outlined his budget (proposal) for the State fiscal year
2010-2011. (The Governor's FY2011 Budget report and
related documents can be viewed at http://budget.ks.gov/

gbr.htm.)

Karen Cochran has taken the position of Executive Direc-
tor of the Coalition for School Readiness (KCSR).

Early Learning Day is less than a month away, Thursday,
February 4. Register soon at www.KansasSchool Readi-
ness.org as there is a limit on the number of participants
due to space availability. A special feature this year will be
the provision of Trolley transportation, making it possible
for advocates to park at the Capitol Plaza/Maner Confe-
rence Center area. Parking near the Capitol can be very
difficult during the legislative session.

Protecting the Children’s Initiatives Fund (CIF) is the
number one priority of the KCSR/ELAC. An attempt is
being made to make a fact sheet available listing all the
programs being funded by the CIF. Many of the early
childhood programs in Kansas are included: tiny-k, Par-
ents As Teachers, Early Head Start, Pre-K programs, and
more.

It is a consensus among ELAC members that EC programs
can all be more successful in fighting the critical, if not
fatal, cuts by staying together and not throwing any EC
program "under the bus." Talking points in support of the
CIF: The State made a commitment to use the CIF ("To-
bacco Dollars™) for early childhood programs in Kansas;
and Economic Development begins at birth. Kansas' allo-
cation of Tobacco Dollars will not increase in amount this
year so it is extremely important to protect the current
funding of early childhood programs through the CIF.
With the dire budget situation, the CIF may be a tempting
target for purposes which are not related to early childhood

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even though the commitment to spend it on EC programs
was made when the CIF was established.

Another advocacy priority is Inspect The Rest for in-
creased oversight of child care facilities in the State, in-
cluding those currently categorized as "Registered" as op-
posed to licensed.

The agenda included a discussion/presentation of each
member organization's priority issues. Besides the two
above-mentioned priorities, we were informed by our EC
partners of the importance of the following:

= Federal legislation, e.g. the Child Care Block Grant.

= Recommendations made by the BEST team including
a requirement for more professional development for
child care providers.

= School funding to make it possible for more local
school districts to provide the local match for Parents
As Teachers.

= Insurance coverage of therapy and treatment of autism.

= [Federal funding for Head Start.

= Kansas Action for Children (KAC) supports Health-
Wave; authorizing the collection and analysis of in-
formation about infant deaths in Kansas; professional
development for Kansas teachers teaching consumer
finance issues/ "financial literacy" to school-aged
children; and adding the State's Tax Expenditure Re-
port to the KanView web site accessible to citizens.
The report details indirect spending made by the State
through tax exemptions and credits

The tiny-k Foundation Board of Directors guided the de-
velopment of this list of priorities which I reported at
ELAC:

v Prevention of further erosion in the funding per
child for early intervention services for infants and
toddlers with developmental delays or disabilities.

v Including the following:

o0 Maintenance of the Children's Initiative
Fund (CIF) which includes the State Fund-
ing for tiny-k, and

Doug Bowman reviewed the highlights of the recent ac-
tions of the 2010 legislature: Senate passed Rescission
Bill; bills which have been introduced related to child care
inspection and supervision; and discussions of the possibil-
ity of additional sales tax and tobacco tax. Doug relayed
the message which the Governor personally gave to the
Children's Cabinet--cuts to the Children's Initiative Fund
(CIF) will have to be made if revenue is not enhanced or if
other cuts are not made.

Chuck Smith gave an hour-long summary of his work on

Jeanine Schieferecke spoke about the KATCH Project, a
HRSA grant to fund additional outreach and a new eligi-
bility system for the Children's Health Insurance Program
(CHIP). "The KATCH project includes funding for 12 out
stationed workers and a supervisor...They will be able to
do eligibility determinations on site ...[and] outreach activ-
ities in the surrounding areas...KHPA plans on expanding
our [the] network of presumptive eligibility sites...“ allow-
ing non-state staff ’ to do an initial ‘presumptive’ determi-
nation of eligibility for children and pregnant women in
order to begin providing coverage right away...KHPA also
plans on placing computer and scanning equipment in up
to 250 public locations around the state...[and] the online
application will be available".
